After reporting the incident 

to the police, she used our crime watch list and called the surrounding neighbors, most 

of  whom were are work, making them aware of  the situation and asking them to check 

their homes to see if  everything was OK. She then called me and I put out an alert on 

our email lists. Within an hour, the police had apprehended the suspect with stolen 

goods in hand.  

This is the kind of  cooperation that makes our neighborhood safer.  Thanks to all who 

do their part!!

The Old Oak Cliff Conservation League:  Many thanks to all of the Stevens Park Villagers who volunteered 

their time and energy to the 2008 Home Tour that happened October 11th & 12th.  As you may recall, the OOCCL 

takes volunteer efforts into consideration when issuing the neighborhood grants every year.  This year we had 7 volun-

teers.  Great Job Guys! 

 

We have also received our approval from the state as a non-profit entity.  This means that we are included under the 

501 (c) (3) umbrella of the OOCCL.  Therefore, all contributions to the neighborhood association are tax deductible, to 

the extent allowed under the law. 

 

La Reunion Project:  Hereôs the latest on whatôs happening with the La Reunion Town Center:  On August 25, 
Dick Seib asked that Scott Jenke (the Stevens Park neighborhood representative) and I join him for a property drive 

through and meeting on the status of the Colorado Place apartments.  This was primarily in response to the work agree-

ment letter that Dick had been issued by the cityðthe legal ultimatum regarding the multiple code violations on the 

site.  It was Dickôs chance to have a goodwill / dog and pony show for us, revealing all of the wonderful things that he 

was doing for the neighborhood.  Although I appreciated his effort,  weôve all been to this rodeo before.  We sat back, 

enjoyed the ride and took copious notes.  Proceed with caution, indeed. 

 

The update?  According to Dick, the trying economic times have hit them pretty hard for the project.  The banks arenôt 

lending as freely for multifamily projects, which is unfortunately a large component of this development.  Their retail 

preleasing is also going slower than they anticipated, which hampers their efforts further.  Given this,  the first thing to 

be built would be the multi-tenant strip center at the corner of Jacqueline and Ft. Worth Avenue (housing a bank (yes, 

another one), a Dickies BBQ, a UPS store, and possibly a Subway sandwich store).  Although this doesnôt have any-

thing to do with the La Reunion project, it provides a source of much needed income for Dickôs coffers.  Next on the 

list and Phase 1 of the La Reunion project would be the assisted living tower on the vacant lot across the street from 

Home Depot.  This was selected as the first phase of the project as the site is the easiest to build onðnothing has to be 

torn down, etc.  Next on the list would be the demolition of 2 additional residential buildings in the Colorado Place 

apartments, those closest to and facing the golf course.  The apartment management is systematically  condensing the 

residents of these units as vacancies occur.  Theyôre also offering incentives to the existing tenants to move into other 

buildings.  At this point,  everyoneôs favorite building (#19) is vacant & is the SWAT team playground; this would 

give them 3 units to demolish.  My feeling is that La Reunion is intending to ride on the coattails of the upgrade of the 

Wedgwood Tower into Indigo, playing into the more upscale residential market offerings across the area.  After this 

comes the gradual development of a section of retails spaces facing Minyards (across Colorado), then more of the resi-

dential units as the market and economy allow on the south side of Colorado.  As for the lovely properties on the North 

side of Colorado?  Bad news, bears:  according to Dick, these are currently slated for renovation, not demolition as was 

previously planned.  This  isnôt scheduled to occur for 3 to 4 years.  He plans to repaint, refinish the floors, etc.  One 

step down from lipstick is lip gloss for the pig, I think.  I was disappointed at this news to say the least. 

 

The bottom line?  More smoke & mirrors from our friends at La Reunion Town Center.  Theyôre still all over the board 

with the direction of the development.  Good to know that some things never change, I suppose.  My impression is that 

the units across the alley are a little quieter thanks to the cityôs work agreement letter demanding code compliance and 

the increased police presence.  I think that we should still be vigilant on maintenance issues for the complex just to 

make sure that we do our part as eyes and ears for the city code enforcers while Colorado Place is still standing.  Scott 

and I are supposed to have periodic updates from Dick Seib on the project; weôll see how that goes.  Weôve all learned 

that the one consistent thing about the La Reunion Town Center development seems to be its inconsistency. 

 

So, there seems to be a little forward motion on this development, although at a glacial pace.  Stay tuned and Iôll keep 

you informed.
