Historically, everyone votes for the nine people they would like to see serve on the Boardhe list of
candidates, and the nine people with the most votes are appointedlasg@tBoard members. During the
new Board's first meeting, these individuals appoint officers for Presidatretary, and Treasurefras
deslﬂnated by the By Lawsand the other roles are assigned based on historic annual projects or current
neighborhood activities.

While this system has functioned in the past, | believe that each of you should have a direct say in wh
you want to'represent you on each of the committees tasked with a specific role in the betterment of the
neighborhood. | propose that each candidate run for a specific position, and that each candidate be give
the opportunity to tell you their interest in that position and why they would be good at it. First, this
change would give each of you a greater voice in deciding who does each role. Second, it allows each ¢
didate to affirm their interest in the position_they are running for, and demonstrate to you that they are
aware of and accept the roles and responsibilities of that position. In my opinion, it créates a moré direc
relationship with your Board with greater accountability.

A motion was made at the last General Me_etm% to conduct this year's election under this framework. |
hope that each of you will consider amending the By Laws to make this change permanent for future
%/ears. Additionally, please note that we still have several ﬁosmo_ns_that have no nomindticthe event ]
hat no one runs, these positions will remain vacant and the activities of that chair will be suspended until
the next year's election, or until a volunteer from the neighborhood expresses a desaeeidhe respon-
sibilities of the vacant chaiiThe Board has made it a priority to have our activities reflect the will of our
residents. We will reluctantly accept any unfilled position asaaknowledgmenbf a change in the priori-

ties of the neighborhood and focus only on the activities which have neighborhood support.

An Update for the 6Hood on

The following is an update on the La Reunion development given to SPV rep JB Jones by developer Matt Holley:

The La Reunion Town Center project is finally moving forward! The Dallas City Council, lead by District 3 City Coun-
cilman David Neumann, unanimously approved the TIF funding request for thehhse of the development on January
28h. The current residents of Colorado Place Apartments have been given 60 days notice to relocate. The relocati
program provided to those affected includes assistance in English and Spanish and a full return of their deposit. T
buildings on the south side of Fort Worth Avenue will be fully closed up and secured with perimeter fencing by March
31st. Demolition will be scheduled later this year.

The 1st phase of the project has three parts. They include a 198 unit luxury independent living center (age restricted; 6
years and above) called the Fairways at La Reunion. Construction on this facility will begin by April 2009. Also in-
cluded is a complete renovation of the 12,000 sf bank building at Fort Worth Avenue and Jacqueline. This facility wil
be home to a new Brazos Bank, a UPS store and two restaurants. The building permit has been issued for this proj
and construction is expected to start next month. The final component of #hghase of the overall project is the reno-
vation of the section of Colorado Place Apartments on the north side of Fort Worth Avenue. Residents will be relo:
cated by mid summer with construction starting shortly thereafter. This section will include 60 one bedroom apart-
ments and 4 live/work units.

Subsequent phases of the La Reunion project will move forward as quickly as market conditions allow. Architectur
designs and financing is being coordinated now for thephase which will include approximately 250 residences over
37,000 sf of retail. Construction on this phase should commence by the end of the year!d phas2 will include a
structure containing 350 residences over 50,000 sf of retail. Final phases will add 50 luxury townhomes along the gc
course and another retail building.

When fully built-out, the La Reunion Town Center will contain over 900 residences and 150,000 sf of retail space. |
