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 SAFEGUARD YOUR HOME 

 

With the number of vacant homes for sale in SPV and the non-resident pedestri-
ans that frequent the neighborhood make SPV a prime target for theft.  Indeed, 
a house on Colorado & Walter was recently burgled and appliances were stolen.  
One additional house on Walter was burgled, as was a house on Leander.  
While we canôt absolutely prevent crimes, we can deter them.   
 
Here are some general ï and important ï tips for your homeôs security*: 
The first thing you should ask yourself about your home is ñIf I am locked out of 
my house, where could I get in without too much difficulty?ò This should lead you 
to see potential problems with your current security. Please remember though, 
that while you do want to make it hard for a burglar to get in, you donôt want it to 
be impossible for your household to get out in an emergency. 
P Exterior doors - should be strong enough to withstand excessive force, 

be secured with a deadbolt lock that has a minimum one-inch throw, and 
all strike plates and frames should be anchored to the homeôs main con-
struction. Frames should be free of warping, cracks and in good repair. 

P Peepholes - should be on the main entrance door, and should have a 
doorwide-angle (180 degree) view. 

P Sliding glass doors - and windows should be secure against forcing the 
locks or from being lifted completely out of the frame. 

P High-risk windows - basement, garage, and ground level windows are im-
portant to remember and secure. 

P Double-hung windows - should be secured with pins or extra locks to dis-
courage prying. 

P House numbers - should be posted on your house and be clearly visible 
from the street both night and day. 

P Lighting ï at the minimum, should be at every entrance to your home, so 
keep your porch lights on.  Would-be burglars think twice if they can be 
easily seen from the street.
